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What is a line, anyway?

Lines are made up of points: they
are strings of dots! We made
lines with dots last week! And,
your math teacher would tell you
that the distance between any
two points is a straight line. If a
line bends away from its original
point it becomes a curve. But
what is it exactly that makes one
line different from another line?
How do we make lines different
from each other? Why should we
care about this?

Learning lines is
like that: it gives you choices. It’s
like having just the right tool for
a job. Having a big vocabulary of
lines lets you be precise.

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LINE CONTOUR LINE WEIGHT |

Line Contour refers to the shape that a
line makes. All lines are either straight,
curved, or angled, or a mixture of any of
those three things.

Line Weight, or Quality, refers to how
thick or thin a line is. An artist might use
a thick line to create the look of a
shadow, or a thin line to make things

look far away.
The shape of lines in artwork can affect

how someone’s eyes move over a piece.
Lines can also create the look of
movement, and can evoke feelings.

Varying the Line Weight can also show
where an object is thicker or thinner. It
makes an object look like it has form.
